ACBI to Do Important Business at Coming Fall Convention

  Annual conventions are key to the functioning of a membership organization, and this is certainly true for ACBI.  Every year in our conventions, we choose officers and board members to direct the affairs of the organization, review our governing documents for ways to improve the efficiency of its operations and – when necessary – take positions on issues of importance to Indiana’s entire blind community.

  The 2018 convention will see ACBI take actions in all three of these areas.  We will elect three directors to the organization’s board which governs it and manages its business in accordance with broad guidelines set by the annual convention.

  The convention will also act on two proposed amendments to the Constitution and Bylaws.  A proposed constitutional amendment would, if adopted, clarify a requirement that the president and vice-president must be blind or visually impaired and further require that a majority of all members of the board must meet the same requirement.  A proposed amendment to the Bylaws will make clear that the organization’s fiscal year is identical to the calendar year.

    Perhaps most important of all, ACBI will take a position on the most fundamental right of our democracy, the right to vote with the same ease as our non-blind peers.  In 2018 a bill was introduced into the Indiana legislature which would have permitted a voter who is qualified to vote in person to vote by absentee ballot.  The bill would have removed all other qualifications for a voter to vote by absentee ballot except for a voter with disabilities who is unable to make a voting mark on the ballot or sign the ballot secrecy envelope.  (Such a disabled voter currently is required to vote before an absentee voter board.)  The bill was not passed in the 2018 legislative session.

   At the coming convention, ACBI will ask its members to support a resolution which will advocate for introduction of a similar bill in the 2019 Indiana legislature, and further include language making it possible for a disabled voter to cast an absentee vote on the same terms as a non-disabled voter.

  If you agree that any or all of the proposed actions discussed above are important to the future of ACBI and Indiana’s blind/visually-impaired community, we hope you will make plans to attend our upcoming convention as described elsewhere in this issue of the FOCUS.

  Hope to see you at the convention!

  Computers for the Blind (CFTB) has access to additional grant funds to again offer computers for $60 off regular price. Here are the details:

•
Eligible persons include persons on SSI or SSDI due to blindness. Copy of Social Security reward letter required. 

•
Grant also includes parents of legally blind children or youth. Required documentation is an e-mail from the TVI or caseworker stating that the child needs a computer, would benefit from it, and purchasing a new computer with the expensive software would create a hardship on the family. No eye reports or income verification needed. 

•
These are desktop computers w/larger screens, and a home edition license of JAWS, Fusion, or ZoomText of the client’s choice. Price includes JAWS training bundle.

•
Cost for grant covered desktops is $70.   The only persons eligible for a grant covered laptop is a college student that is currently taking classes on campus. Proof required. Cost for laptop under the grant is $125.

•
