It’s hard to believe, but ACBI is 50 this year!

To celebrate we will hold a picnic on Saturday, August 21, 2021 at the Recreation Building Shelter in Brown County State Park.  

You can enter from either the north or west gates where you will pay $7.00 for an all-day pass.  15-passenger vans will be charged $2.00 per person. The shelter is halfway through the park, right before you enter the campgrounds.  There is plenty of room to spread out and have activities.  

We have reserved the building from 9:00 a.m. until 11:00 p.m. (for us to use as a main hang-out throughout the day).
